Minutes of the 127th Annual Meeting of the Spring Session

of the Centennial Baptist Association

April 20, 2010

Rev. Danny Brown led the congregation in the opening song “Come, Christian’s, Join to Sing” followed by a welcome to everyone from Mr. Steve Rogers of Maynard Baptist.  Rev. Derrick Keeter then read scripture from Psalm 103 followed by prayer.


Moderator, Rev. Ben Taylor thanked everyone for coming to the Annual Spring Meeting of the Centennial Baptist Association.  He then recognized new ministers and visitors to the association.   New Ministers: Rev. Derrick Keeter. 


Rev. Taylor then called the meeting to order.  

The Order of Business was adopted as written.  The first order of business was for the election of a Moderator and Vice-Moderator.  Rev. Claude Turner nominated Dr. Jeffrey Morgan to serve as Moderator.  No other nominations were made.  Motion carried.   Rev. Claude Turner then nominated Rev. Garth Forster to serve as Vice-Moderator. No other nominations were made. Motion carried.


Election of Officers was presented by Rev. Claude Turner, Chairman of the Nominating Committee.  


Everyone had a copy of the list of officers presented for nomination for the 2010-2011 year.  Dr. Jeffrey Morgan presided for this portion of the meeting for the nomination of two of the CBA pastors to be nominated to serve on the Georgia Baptist Convention Executive Committee.  Dr. Michael Quicke and Rev. Ben Taylor were nominated.  No other nominations were made.  Motion carried.  Rev. Ben Taylor then resumed his responsibility to preside for the remainder of the meeting.  All positions for the Officers of the Centennial Baptist Association had been filled, (a couple of corrections were made to the printed list as some revisions had been made since the printing).   Rev. Taylor asked if there were any nominations from the floor.  None made.  A motion to accept the list as presented (with corrections noted) was made.  Motion carried. 

Rev. Joey Smith, Chairman of the Budget and Finance Committee presented the 2010-2011 Budget giving everyone a few moments to look over the report.  He noted that several budget items had been decreased due to the economy.  The Budget and Finance Committee made a recommendation for the adoption of the proposed budget for the 2010-2011 year for a total of $130,720.00. Motion carried. 
Miscellaneous Business:

Dr. Ed Cliburn, Treasurer, stated that there had been a small increase in giving to the Association during the first six months of the 2009-2010 year.  He stated, that one CD had been cashed and put into the general funds this past year due to the economic downturn and decrease in giving last year and that we may have to cash another one this year.  He said that he was encouraged that the giving is up even in these hard times.  He also mentioned that the offering taken at the meeting would go to offset the cost of the meal for the evening.  

Offertory Hymn “Praise Him, Praise Him” was led by Rev. Danny Brown followed by Offertory Prayer by Rev. Joey Smith.  Mrs. Reba Allen presented the Offertory Music during the taking of the offering.


Associational Missionary Report 

Rev. Joe Allen thanked Mr. Steve Rogers and the members of Maynard Baptist Church for their willingness to host the Centennial Baptist Association Spring Meeting.  He thanked Ministry Assistant, Loraine Greathouse; CBA Moderator, Rev. Ben Taylor; CBA Music Director, Rev. Danny Brown and his wife Reba for their hard work and support of him and the Ministry of the Centennial Baptist Association.


Brother Joe Allen then presented certificates sent from the GBC. They are as follows:  FBC Thomaston, Associations leading contributor to the Cooperative Program 2009; Beulah, Associations largest percentage contributor to the Cooperative Program 2009; Mount Olive, Associations leading contributor to the Cooperative Program per resident member 2009; Mountain View, Associations highest number of baptisms; and Molena, Associations leading ratio of baptisms per resident member 2009.

He also presented Certificates from the Centennial Baptist Association as follows:  Appreciation to Beulah as being the largest percentage contributor to the Centennial Baptist Association in 2009; FBC Thomaston, leading contributor to the Centennial Baptist Association in 2009; and Milner, leading contributor per resident member to the Centennial Baptist Association in 2009.  

He also stated that Dr. Tim Smith, Sunday School/Open Group Specialist of the GBC had just completed a research to determine the Fastest Growing Sunday School’s between the years of 2006 and 2009.  Two of our churches were listed in the top 100 list of the 3600+ GBC churches.  FBC Barnesville ranked #9 Large Church and Bethany ranked #7 Intermediate Church and was identified as having one of the twenty fastest growing Sunday Schools in their particular category. 

Brother Allen also encouraged us to take part in the National Day of Prayer that will be held on May 6th.

Directions for the meal were then given by Mr. Steve Rogers who also asked the blessing for supper.

Following the evening meal Rev. Danny Brown led a congregational hymn medley “I’m So Glad Jesus Lifted Me”, “Since Jesus Came Into My Heart”, “There Is Power in the Blood”” followed by prayer led by Dr. Jeffrey Morgan.  Following an introduction for our guest speaker, Dr. Michael Quicke, pastor at Russellville Baptist, by Rev. Joe Allen; Rev. Danny Brown, Lynn Brown, and Jenni Sager presented the special music for the evening.



Dr. Quicke’s message was entitled “Max Impact”, with the main scripture taken from Matthew 28:17-20.  The Goal: Make Disciples; To make disciples we must Go.  A Max Impact will have an immediate effect and leave a lasting impression.  The Mark: hearts being set, Luke 14:26; bodies being sacrificed, Luke 14:27.  Our feet should be running, our eyes searching, and our hands reaching out— to the lost.  The Focus: grandkids ––teach the next generation.  The Climax: Go – as you are going—(Wherever you go) make disciples; baptize, teach = transferring.  How to have a Max Impact: Let your feet be running, let your eyes be searching, and let your hands be reaching.  Take the Gospel to the Next generation.

Minutes of the 

Centennial Baptist Association 127th Annual Fall Meeting

October 19, 2010
Following an opening song medley “This Is the Day / Great and Mighty” led by Rev. Danny Brown,  Dr. Jeffrey Morgan thanked Rev. Mark Harris and the members of Mount Olive for their willingness to host the Fall Meeting of the Centennial Baptist Association.

Rev. Mark Harris, pastor of Mount Olive gave a warm welcome to all present and then read scripture from Psalm 1 and opened in prayer.

Dr. Morgan then called to Order the 127th Annual Fall Session and asked for Adoption of the program.  Rev. Ben Taylor made a motion to adopt the program as printed.  The motion was seconded and carried.

Bro. Morgan then recognized new ministers to the Association.  Mr. Benn Dunn, Interim at Pritchett Memorial; and Rev. Ric Veal, Pastor at New Harmony.

Bro. Morgan then the committee members that are appointed by the Moderator on page 4 of the Book of Reports, then asked for Committee Reports:

Committee Reports:

Mrs. Loraine Greathouse presented the Digest of Letters noting that some of the numbers had changed since the Book of Reports had been printed and stated that the numbers would most likely change again as she still had a couple of churches that had not turned in their ACP reports, and that others had not yet turned in their financial reports to the Association.  She stated that the report would be complete for the 2010 Minutes Book.  She also noted that numbers were down in every category.  

No report was given from the Evangelism Committee.

Rev. Joey Smith noted that the Executive Committee Report was on page 6 of the Book of Reports.  

The Memorial Report was given by Dr. Grover Tyner.  Following scripture Bro. Grover then led a prayer in memory of loved ones who had gone to be with the Lord.

Dr. Jeffrey Morgan presented the Steering Committee report, printed on page 7 of the Book of Reports.  He stated that as Rev. Michael Wingertsahn and Rev. Michael Quicke were no longer in the Association he as Vice-Chairman of the Steering Committee was presenting the report.

The Sunday School Report was given by Rev. Mark Matson, noting that the report was on page 7 of the Book of Reports.  He stated that the first of the Sunday School Training Events for the Association had been held at FBC Barnesville with 70-75 in attendance.  He stated that the meeting lasted approximately an hour and a half which includes lunch at the beginning.  He encouraged all Sunday School Leaders to attend these sessions.  The material he is using to teach the classes is from the book “Sunday School that Really Works” by Steve Parr, Sunday School Director, with the Georgia Baptist Convention.  Rev. John Dahlman made a correction to the date for Silvertown’s SS training date as it was written in the Book of Reports as October 27 and should be October 24.

The Time, Place, Preacher Committee report, page 7 in the Book of Reports was given by Dr. Wesley Hunt.  He stated that the Spring Meeting would be an Evangelistic message and that the Evangelism Director took care of getting the speaker for this event.  

The Treasurer’s Report was presented by Dr. Ed Cliburn noting that the report is printed on pages 9-12 in the Book of Reports.  He stated that the giving is indeed down, but thankfully we are still in pretty good shape due to the reserves that we have due to the fact that funds were set aside during the time we did not have an Associational Missionary and with the sale of the Southside Church property.  He stated that we have only had to cash one of the CD’s so far but may have to cash one or two more with the giving down as it is now.  He said, “Giving is down all over not just in the association”.   Be in prayer for our churches and about stewardship.  He thanked Joe and Loraine for being good stewards of the Associations money.

Mrs. Janet Salter gave the WMU Report, printed on page 7 of the Book of Reports.  She encouraged the pastors and the ladies to attend the Baptist Women’s World Day of Prayer that will be held at FBC Forsyth in Forsyth on November 1st.  

Other Reports:

Mr. Neil Anderson presented the Mission Team report stating that the Centennial Baptist Association Mission Team organized a trip to Jackson, TN this past summer attended by 17 adult and youth volunteers.  Transportation was provided by East Thomaston BC and FBC Barnesville.  The cost per person for that trip was only about $60.  They worked on a flood damaged house and conducted a VBS attended by 37 children.  There were many seeds planted and one profession of faith.


Locally the team organized construction framers and helped Antioch BC get started enclosing their pavilion so their children would have Sunday School rooms available for the winter.  The Antioch members were encouraged and soon took the reins and finished the job as they were starting their new sanctuary.


A trip was planned to Nova Scotia but did not work out.  Another one is in the planning for next year with tentative dates of July 10-17, 2011.  They have been in touch with the only Southern Baptist Church in Halifax and they would love for volunteers to come.  


Bro. Neil encouraged each church to take and distribute flyers provided by Bro. Joe Allen, to their congregations.  The team is also planning a trip back to the Appalachian region.  The goal is to meet a real need while holding the cost per person to less than $150 per person and travel to be less than a day.  


The team would also like to assist any church in the Association that needs help with VBS.  If you need help with VBS please contact Bro. Joe or Loraine at the Centennial Baptist Association office.

Association Missionary Report


Rev. Joe Allen thanked Bro. Mark Harris, and the members of Mount Olive for hosting the meeting tonight.  He also thanked Bro. Jeff Morgan, Bro. Danny Brown, Loraine Greathouse, and Dr. Ed Cliburn for all they do working together for the association.  He thanked his wife, Reba for all her support for him during his ministry.  He said, “She was truly sent to me from the Lord.”  He thanked everyone for coming tonight and for their support of the association.  He also thanked everyone for their prayers for him.  


In regards to the Digest of Letters he said “we are down, so the only way to go is up”, so he said, “If you and I can fall in love with Jesus and tell others about Him, everywhere you go, then baptisms will be up, giving will be up, all these numbers will be up; if we just tell others about Jesus.

PREAMBLE

Whereas, we believe it to be a great advantage for Churches of the same faith and practice to be associated together for mutual support and assistance, the association is organized for the purpose of creating such a union and facilitating the cooperation of associating Churches in the carrying out of our Lord's Great Commission.  This association is recognized as a basis of practical cooperation between the Churches and shall not be vested with any ecclesiastical power whatsoever.

ARTICLE I:  NAME


This body shall be known as "THE CENTENNIAL BAPTIST ASSOCIATION."


ARTICLE II:  PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES

(1)
The purpose of this Association shall be to assist in the cooperation of Missionary Baptist Churches in the area of Upson, Pike, Lamar, and Monroe Counties and in such adjoining territory as may be included by consent of the Churches and the Association.


(2)
The Association shall promote Missions, fellowship, Evangelism, Church organization, Church building, and Christian Education in the area of the Association; and at the same time cooperating with other Associations, the Georgia Baptist Convention and the Southern Baptist Convention in all work of Southern Baptists, encouraging this cooperation through the Cooperative Program.


ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP

(1)
The membership shall consist of Churches composing the Association.


(2)
Each Church constituting this Association shall be entitled to four messengers, and every church having one hundred members shall be entitled to six messengers, and one additional messenger for every fifty thereafter provided that number does not exceed ten for each semi-annual session of the Association.


(3)
All Pastors of member Churches, all Associational Officers, all Chairmen of standing committees, the Associational Missionary and all Ex-Officio members of this body who are members of member Churches shall be recognized as Messengers without regard to the total number of messengers to the association from a given church.  


(4) Any church seeking admission into this Association must present a written request to the Applications Committee.  After careful review and study (including meeting with at least three representatives of the church), the committee will recommend proceeding or further study with noted areas to the next Executive Committee meeting of the Association.


When the process proceeds to the Executive Committee with a positive recommendation, then the church can be presented to the next Spring or Fall meeting of the Association to be taken under watch-care.  The Association must approve or disapprove of watch-care status.


(5)
A church seeking admission to the membership of the Association (after being under the watchcare of the Association approximately six months) if proven to be true to faith, orderly, and cooperative, shall be received upon favorable vote of the Association, the Moderator extending the right hand of fellowship to its messengers.


(6)
When it appears that the behavior or doctrine of any member Church is unseemly, the Association or its Executive Committee may authorize the Moderator to appoint a Committee to investigate and counsel with the Church and report its findings and recommendations to the next annual Meeting of the Association.  If in the judgment of the Association, such a Church be found untrue to the faith or disorderly, and no hope of reclamation is imminent, the Association may withdraw from it with a majority vote of its Messengers.


(7)
When any church shall fail to be represented by letter or messenger for two consecutive years, the Moderator shall appoint a Committee to confer with the church, and if a satisfactory reason is not given, and there is no evidence of effort to keep alive the Association with cooperating Churches, the committee shall bring its findings to the Association, and the Association with a majority vote of its Messengers shall withdraw its fellowship.


(8)
The Association shall be divided into four districts as follows:  first or Yatesville; second or Thomaston; third or Barnesville; fourth or Molena.  The churches comprising the various districts are listed in the directory section of the association minutes.  (The executive committee of the association shall have the authority to allocate the churches to the various districts.)

ARTICLE IV:  MEETINGS

The Association shall hold a semi-annual session on Tuesday after the third or fourth Sunday in April, and a semi-annual meeting on Tuesday after the third or fourth Sunday in October (at a place appointed by the Association) as presented by the Time, Place, Preacher Committee.  The purpose of the Spring meeting is for election of officers, inspiration and miscellaneous business.  The Executive Committee shall have the authority to change these meeting dates or places in the event such occasions shall rise as to justify a change.  At the Fall meeting, messengers from the churches shall furnish Associational Church Letters containing information relative to membership, organization, mission gifts, and other facts such as the form of letter used by the association may ask for.  The churches shall be expected to elect Messengers to the Spring meeting as to the Fall meeting. 


ARTICLE V:  OFFICERS

(1)
The officers of the Association shall be Moderator, Vice Moderator, Clerk and Treasurer.  The moderator and the Vice Moderator shall be elected in the spring semi-annual sessions to take office immediately following the spring session.  The clerk and Treasurer shall be nominated by the Nominating Committee and elected at the Spring semi-annual session.


(2)
The Moderator may succeed himself but once.  In case the offices of Moderator and Vice Moderator are vacant at the time of election, the new Moderator and Vice Moderator shall take office immediately.


(3)
The duties of the officers shall be:


MODERATOR - shall preside over each session of the Association, appoint the committees that this Constitution provides are under his appointment, and to see that these committees bring their reports.


VICE-MODERATOR - shall preside over each session of the Association in the absence of the Moderator.  He shall also be Chairman of the Executive Committee.


CLERK - shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings and reports of the Association, and help with the Digest of Letters.  At least one month before each session of the Association, at the request of the host church, notify each church in the district wherein the Associational meeting is to be held, of the Association's request that they help the host Church with the entertainment, to notify each Chairman of the Committees that they are to report at the meeting.  He shall be responsible for the printing of the Associational Minutes and their distribution among the churches.


TREASURER - shall be responsible for the receipts, and distribution of all monies.  The Treasurer will keep an accurate record of both receipts and distributions and make reports and perform other duties as recorded under ARTICLE VII of this Constitution.



There will be an assistant treasurer.  This person will be the person elected by the Steering Committee to serve as their secretary.  The assistant treasurer shall fill in in the absence of the treasurer.  They will be authorized to handle all monies of the Association and have access to the safe-deposit box at the bank. In the absence of the treasurer, the assistant treasurer will have the same responsibilities as outlined for the treasurer above.

ARTICLE VI:  COMMITTEES

1.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE


(a)
The Executive Committee shall be composed of the pastor of each Church, one lay member from each Church elected by the Church, the Moderator, the Vice Moderator, Clerk, and Treasurer of the Association, members of the Steering Committee, the Sunday School Director, the Discipleship Training Director, WMU Director, Brotherhood Director, Church Music Director, and Associational Missionary.  Also all full-time paid staff members serving cooperative member churches.


(b)
This committee shall act in fraternal co-operation with the plans and agencies of the Georgia Baptist Convention and the Southern Baptist Convention.


(c)
This committee shall meet in February and September, on dates as prescribed by the Associational Calendar of Activities.


(d)
This committee shall be authorized to hold special meetings, if needed, upon the call of the Chairman or in his absence, the Vice-chairman or the Moderator of the Association.  Notice will be given at least seven days in advance for any special meeting.


(e)
The Officers of the Executive Committee (except the Chairman, and he shall be the Vice Moderator) shall be elected each year by the members of this committee.  The officers shall be Chairman (Vice Moderator), Vice Chairman, and Secretary.


(f)
The Executive Committee shall have the authority to fill vacancies as they occur in its own membership and in the appointments made by the Association.


(g)

The Executive Committee shall be authorized to act for the Association between annual meetings.  All actions will be subject to approval by the Association.

2.
STEERING COMMITTEE


(a)
This committee shall be composed of nine members.  Three each year shall be presented by the nominating committee and upon the approval of the Association shall serve for three years.


(b)
The Moderator, Chairman of the Executive Committee, and Treasurer shall serve on this committee as Ex-Officio members.


(c)
The duties of this Committee will be to work in close harmony with the Associational Missionary and have general oversight of his work.  They shall see that the properties of the Association are kept in proper repair.  They shall encourage the churches to give generously to Association Missions.


(d)
This committee shall meet monthly except months that the Executive Committee meets, and except the months of July and December.


(e)
This Committee and their successors are to act as Trustees of the Association.


(f)
Vacancies on this Committee are to be filled by the Current Nominating Committee recommending members to the Executive Committee.


(g)
Any member of the Steering Committee who misses (3) consecutive unexcused meetings of the Committee shall be relieved of his responsibilities and the Steering Committee shall have the authority to fill any vacancy created by such action.

3.
COMMITTEES APPOINTED BY MODERATOR


Committees, except where noted in this constitution, may have as few as one member.  Some of the committees have no other responsibility than to report to the Annual Meeting.  If a chairman is a one-person committee he may seek help from the moderator in appointing additional members if that is needed. 


(a)
PROGRAM COMMITTEE consisting of three Messengers whose duty it shall be to prepare the program for the Spring and Fall sessions of the Association.


(b)
The NOMINATING COMMITTEE composed of five members - a chairman and one member from each of the four districts of the Association - shall be a standing committee appointed by the Moderator each year on a rotating basis to provide at least two members from the previous years on the committee at all times, whose duty it shall be to nominate the following officers:

The above-named officers shall be presented to the Spring session of the Association for election.  Upon being elected at the Spring session, the head of each department shall become a member of the Nominating Committee.  This enlarged committee shall have the responsibility of nominating all the officers for the departmental organizations of the Association and present them to the Association in October for election.


(c)
DIGEST OF LETTERS who shall work with the clerk of the Association in compiling a digest of the material appearing in the letters to the Association.


(d)
AUDITING COMMITTEE whose duty it shall be to examine the treasurer's records, and bring a report to the annual meeting of the Association.


(e)
COMMITTEE ON APPLICATIONS, whose duty shall consist of meeting with and examining any church seeking membership into this Association, and shall give a report and recommendations to the executive committee of the association.  The chairman of the committee shall be a pastor from a member church.


(f)
TIME, PLACE, AND PREACHER COMMITTEE who shall receive invitations from the Churches and make recommendations as to where the association shall meet on its next Annual session.  This committee shall also make recommendations as to who shall preach the doctrinal and missionary sermons at the Annual session of the Association.


(g)
COMMITTEE ON RESOLUTIONS whose duty it shall be to present to the Association such resolutions of thanks, gratitude and other such resolutions as they deem in order.


(h)
COMMITTEE ON MEMORIALS whose duty it shall be to present to the Association the name of those of our ranks whom the Lord has called and then conduct a Memorial service in their memory.


(i)
COMMITTEE ON CHRISTIAN EDUCATION whose duty it shall be to keep the Association alert to our ministry in Christian Education.  The chairman of this Committee shall bring the Christian Education report to the Association.


(j)
COMMITTEE ON THE COOPERATIVE PROGRAM.  This committee shall keep the Association and its member Churches informed as to the effectiveness of the ministry of the Cooperative Program.  The Chairman of this committee shall bring the report on the Cooperative Program to the Association at its Annual session.


(k)
COMMITTEE ON THE GEORGIA BAPTIST HOSPITAL.  This committee shall keep before the Association the ministry of healing by our Baptist Hospital.  The Chairman of the Committee shall bring the Hospital report to the Association.


(l)
COMMITTEE ON CALENDAR OF ACTIVITIES.  This committee will work with the Executive Committee, the heads of the Associational work and the Associational Missionary in the preparing of a Calendar of Activities for the Association.  This Committee will present a report to the Executive Committee on or before its last meeting preceding the Annual Fall session of the Association.


(m)
BUDGET AND FINANCE COMMITTEE.  This committee shall be appointed from the members of the Executive Committee and shall work in close harmony with the Treasurer in preparing the Associational Budget.  Other duties of this Committee are noted under ARTICLE VII of this Constitution.


(n)
MISSIONS COMMITTEE.  This Committee shall consist of five members, one from each district of the Association and one at large whose duty it shall be to work with the Associational Missionary in surveying potential mission fields, and in securing co-operation and assistance from churches and the Association for the organizing and maintenance of missions in needy and challenging areas.


(o)
COMMITTEE ON GEORGIA BAPTIST CHILDREN'S HOME.  This committee shall keep before the association the ministry of the Children's Home.  The chairman of this committee shall bring the Children's Home report at the annual meeting of the Association.


(p)
COMMITTEE ON MINISTRIES TO SENIOR CITIZENS.  This committee shall call to the attention of the association the ministries of Baptist Village and Peachtree on Peachtree Inn.  The chairman of this committee shall bring the report on Ministries to Senior Citizens at the annual meeting of the Association.

(q)  The Associational Missionary shall be an Ex-Officio member of all committees.


ARTICLES VII:  FINANCE

(1)
The Association will operate its financial program under a unified budget to which all the Churches of the Association shall be invited to subscribe.


(2)
The Committee should remind the February meeting of the Executive Committee of their task.  At that meeting the Executive Committee could make suggestions for the Budget Committee to consider.  This committee shall present a proposed budget to the March or April meeting of the Steering Committee.  The proposed budget will be discussed and a recommendation made to the Association at its Spring Meeting in April.


(3)
When adopted by the Association, the budget shall stand as authority for payment for purposes specified, provided receipts are ample.


(4)
For any special need, the Budget and Finance Committee may make their report and recommendation to the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee may authorize the Budget and Finance Committee to proceed in obtaining the finances for these special needs.


(5)The Treasurer shall receive and disburse all monies as authorized in the budget, and for which funds are on deposit, or as especially appropriated by the vote of the Executive Committee.  It shall be the treasurer's duty to keep the monies on deposit and make all disbursements by check.  It shall be a further duty to keep a fair and accurate record of receipts and disbursements, and to render a monthly report to the Executive Committee or the Steering Committee, and an annual report to the Association at its fall meeting.  The treasurer shall submit the books to the auditing committee for an annual audit.


ARTICLE VIII:  DOCTRINAL STATEMENT

The New Testament is the sole guide for faith and practice for all churches of this Association.  The doctrinal statement known as the New Hampshire Confession of Faith, as revised by the Southern Baptist Convention in 1925, and again revised by the Southern Baptist Convention in 1963, represents the doctrinal beliefs of the Baptists composing this Association.


ARTICLE IX:  PARLIAMENTARY LAW


The Spring and Fall sessions of the Association, and various meeting of the Executive, Steering and other Committees, shall be governed by the latest revision of Robert's Rules of Order.
ARTICLE X:  ASSOCIATIONAL COUNCIL


(1)
The purpose of the Associational Council shall be to serve the association in a consultative and advisory capacity.  It shall have no authority over any officer, committee or organization.


(2)
Regular members of the Associational Council shall include the Associational Missionary, Moderator, Sunday School Director, Discipleship Training Director, Music Director, Brotherhood Director, WMU Director, Chairman of Evangelism, Chairman of Stewardship, Chairman of Missions Committee and others needed.  Other general officers and committee chairmen shall serve as ex-officio members.  They may meet with the council regularly, if they so choose, or only at times when their work in involved.


(3)
The council shall have two officers - chairman and secretary.  The Associational Missionary or the Moderator shall serve as chairman.  The Associational clerk or any member of the Council may serve as secretary whose duties shall include keeping records of the Council, and sending out notices of regularly scheduled meetings or called meetings as needed.


(4)
It shall be the duty of the council to study the needs of the association and plan how to meet those needs.  It shall evaluate the organizational work of the association and make suggestions and recommendations to the Executive Committee and/or the Association.  It shall also work with the Calendar Committee in preparing the Calendar of Activities.


(5)
The Associational Council shall meet quarterly with additional called meetings as needed.


ARTICLE XI:  BY-LAWS


The Association may adopt such By-Laws as may be needed from time to time by a simple majority of the Spring or Fall meeting of the Association, and amend or repeal them by the same procedure.


(1)
The Executive Committee is authorized to employ a full-time Associational Missionary whose salary shall be recommended by the Budget and Finance Committee and approved by the Executive Committee.


(2)
A quorum for any meeting of the Executive Committee shall consist of ten members.

(3)  The Association shall follow the existing divisions designated in this Constitution under ARTICLE III, Section 8, and shall ask that each Church in the District wherein the Spring or Fall meeting of the Association is to be entertained, assist the host Church with said entertainment.  The Clerk of the Association, at the request of the host Church, shall notify each Church in the district wherein the Spring or Fall session of the Association is to be held of the Association's request that they help the host Church with the entertainment.  This notification to be given at least one month before the Spring or Fall session of the Association.


ARTICLE XII:  AMENDMENTS

The Constitution may be amended at the Spring or the Fall sessions of the Association by a vote of two-thirds of the members voting, provided that a notice to amend and a written statement of the proposed amendment be presented to the Executive Committee at any of its regular meetings.


This constitution was revised on October 20, 1992.  Any subsequent amendment should be so dated and noted so it can be understood as to what was changed.


The Constitution was amended at the 1994 Spring Meeting of the Association (April 19, meeting at East Thomaston Church) to make it easier to handle the process of a church applying to the Association.  Article III, Section 4 was changed.


The Constitution was amended again at the Fall Meeting of the Association in 1995.  Article IV: Meetings was amended by adding the words dates or immediately before the word meetings in the third sentence.


The Constitution was amended at the Fall Meeting of the Association in 1998.  The title “Director of Missions” was changed to “Associational Missionary.”

The Church Financial Services team seeks to build partnerships and relationships with churches and associations to provide a Biblical financial planning ministry of legal, insurance, retirement, investment, estate planning, and tax matters.  Also, Church Financial Services seeks to encourage ministers and churches to utilize the services of the GuideStone Financial Resources of the Southern Baptist Convention.  Churches need to consider providing retirement contributions, medical, life, long-term, and disability insurance as an employer-provided benefit for their church staff.

Church Financial Services seeks to assist churches and their staffs with the following resources:

· Providing leadership training workshops in insurance, investment, estate planning, retirement, and tax matters;

· Assisting church staff members and retirees in understanding and utilizing the services of the GuideStone Financial Resources of the Southern Baptist Convention; 

· Helping church staff members and churches understand the importance of Biblical financial planning principles; and

· Conducting basic financial compliance retreats.

A large number of workshops were conducted last year in Biblical financial planning principles for Georgia Baptist Convention associations and churches.  The workshops and 2010 church personnel compensation study were offered to Georgia Baptist Convention churches free of charge because of gifts through the Cooperative Program.  Church Financial Services is committed to encouraging churches to increase the level of benefits and compensation for their church staff.

The ministries of Church Financial Services are accomplished through newsletters, workshops, and other types of communications.  For instance, the newsletter, Tax-Fax, summarizes current Internal Revenue Services rulings or other important financial information.  The newsletter is sent through email and the VantagePoint magazine.  Likewise, Church Financial Services seeks to assist churches in legal issues and child abuse prevention through written materials.  The book, How to keep your Church out of Court, is available at a small cost.  An informational flyer is available with suggested steps to preventing child abuse in your church.

By providing resources and information about the Cooperative Program we assist local churches in their effort to accomplish an Acts 1:8 Strategy.  We work with associations across the GBC in encouraging churches to increase giving through the CP and through their associational offerings.  We can also assist pastors in leading their churches to adopt an Acts 1:8 strategy and to support this strategy through planned and faithful giving to ministry and missions.

What does CP support and help the church to accomplish in Georgia and around the world?

· The Cooperative Program unites all Southern Baptists into a missions team fulfilling the Great Commission (Matthew 28:19-20).

· The Cooperative Program supports the ministry of more than 10,000 missionaries in North America (NAMB) and around the world (IMB) sharing the Gospel with unreached people groups in more than 150 nations.

Evangelism Ministries

Evangelism Ministries exists to provide inspiration, instruction, and information for Georgia Baptists for the purpose of sharing the Gospel and bringing people to personal faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Churches are strengthened as the Evangelism staff assists churches by request in developing evangelism strategies and equipping members to share their faith.  The Evangelism Team also initiates training opportunities that churches and associations can participate in for the purpose of strengthening evangelism in their church.

The ministry is highlighted by an annual Evangelism Conference.  A conference is scheduled to be held in each region of the state over the next four years.  The 2011 Conference is scheduled to be held on February 28-March 1 at First Baptist Church of Conyers.  The theme for 2011 is Ignite the Passion.  Pastors, staff, and church leaders will gather for two days of outstanding preaching and inspiration for effective evangelism.  The team will also provide more than twenty E-Quip seminars across the state in 2011 that will provide training in personal evangelism, event evangelism, and Sunday School outreach. The Evangelism Ministry Team will be hosting several groups of pastors for Evangelism Coaching.  Groups will be formed in various areas of the state as well as a web-based group that is open to pastors at their location as they receive instruction and connect with fellow pastors from across the state.  Every pastor will be encouraged to lead a group or participate in a group in 2011.

Churches from all over Georgia participated in the Across Georgia emphasis in 2010.  Congregations customized their approach to a spring evangelism emphasis by preparing and participating in evangelistic revivals, community evangelism projects, taking the Scripture to homes in the community, and training members to share their faith through the Sunday School.  The emphasis culminated with many churches bringing mission teams inside the perimeter of Atlanta to conduct Judean Mission Projects.  The emphasis emerged out of the National Evangelism Strategy that encourages all churches to pray, equip, sow, and harvest.

Dr. Steve Parr’s book, Sunday School That Really Works, was published and nationally distributed by Kregel Publications in 2010.  Churches are encouraged to purchase copies for staff and all Sunday School leaders.  The book challenges congregations to utilize the Sunday School as an evangelistic tool as well as a time of Bible Study.  Dr. Parr continues to share seminars based on the book as churches are taught how to conduct “Team Evangelism” through Sunday School and small groups.

Healthy Kingdom Churches Office

Do you ever dream of your church baptizing more people, having greater worship and Sunday School attendance and having greater participation in its ministries?  Such a dream is not uncommon for God’s people because God plants it in our heart to want to see His church reach people.  How will that dream become a reality?  How will your church reach more people and become more effective in ministry?  The answer is simple:  take God up on His offer in Jeremiah 33:3 where He states, “Call to Me and I will answer you and tell you great and wondrous things you do not know.”

The Healthy Kingdom Churches Office exists to assist the churches of the Georgia Baptist Convention to call upon the Lord and hear the great and wondrous things He wants to tell them.  This is done through a process, not a program.  The process is called the Healthy Kingdom Church Journey.  This journey is tailored to the individual church and enables the church to hear from God those things which are essential to more effective ministry.  Things like: 

· Who are we as a church, written as Core Values

· Why do we exist, expressed in a statement of Purpose

· What does God want us to do, published in a Vision Statement

· How does He want us to accomplish His Vision, expressed in Goals and Action Plans
God is using the Healthy Kingdom Church Journey to enhance the ministry effectiveness of churches across Georgia.  This Journey enables a church to hear, trust, and obey God.  In doing this, the church becomes healthier and thus experiences enhanced-ministry effectiveness and achieves greater results.  The illustration below shows graphically how this works.  When a church moves fully through the cycle it will experience the blessings of God and desire to repeat the cycle again.
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Several churches that have taken the Healthy Kingdom Church Journey have reported increases in worship attendance, Sunday School attendance, baptisms, giving and ministry participation.  Certainly as churches grow healthier they will become more effective in ministry and reach a greater number of people with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Information Services

Tim Huggins, State Missionary

As a department in the Operations division of the Georgia Baptist Convention (GBC), we in Information Services assist churches indirectly by supporting the convention-wide ministries of the GBC.  We provide technology support and information services primarily to the GBC staff; and also to associations, churches and Baptist agencies.  In Information Services, we support the Georgia Baptist Convention ministry emphasis in “Healthy Kingdom Churches/Empowering Kingdom Growth.”  Our purpose is accomplished through such tasks and responsibilities as: Technology Infrastructure and Support, Database management and application development, Event participation such as GBAMA Conference training, Convention Registration process, etc., Annual Church Profile support (ACP) and Research and Development.

Support is provided for 200+ GBC staff members at the Missions and Ministry Center and remote locations.  We support electronic communications capability for our State Missionaries.  Communications capability includes supporting their secure email usage and blackberry data usage as they travel to assist our churches.  We work diligently to provide the best equipment to our state missionaries, carefully maximizing use of Cooperative Program funds given through our churches.  While the majority of our work is focused at the Missions and Ministry Center, we recently restored a church’s entire church management system from a non-working computer.  This allowed the church’s administration to retrieve all the church membership and financial data.

Our department manages the GO (GBC Online) database which is the central database of the Georgia Baptist Convention.  This database allows us to communicate effectively across our organization as well as to our churches and associations.  Presently there are over 100,000 individual records housed in the GO database.  We recently received a call from an individual seeking to locate a pastor.  The pastor he was searching for literally saved the caller’s life.  Through utilizing the database search engine, the pastor was located for the caller.  The caller was very appreciative of our efforts to find his pastor that meant so much to him.  This is a unique example of utilizing the GO database, but we frequently have requests for information that is housed in the GO database.

Along with other departments we assist with events in the state as well as national events.  We provide training to the annual Georgia Baptist Association of Ministry Assistants and the National Association of Southern Baptist Secretaries.  These training events allow church ministry assistants to improve their computer skills through a variety of technology classes.  The training venues have also established relationships and a healthy spirit of cooperation among our churches, associations, and convention.  Information Services also has the task of preparing the SBC and GBC annual meeting registration materials.  We print messenger cards for our churches and have assisted with the registration process in Georgia and at the national SBC annual meeting for over a decade.

We regularly assist churches with purchasing decisions regarding church management software and computer hardware.  If we can assist your church or association, we would welcome the opportunity.

Men’s Ministries Area

Men’s Ministries is dedicated to assisting our Associations and Churches in developing Kingdom-minded Men who help develop Healthy Kingdom Churches.  Developing strong and growing Christian men who strengthen and lead their families to serve and strengthen their Churches to be a Healthy Kingdom Church helps carry out the Great Commission of Christ through missions and ministry.  Men make a difference.
Four major Men’s Conferences are scheduled for the upcoming church year.  Our South Georgia and North Georgia Men’s Conferences entitled “Building a Strong Ministry with Men, Young Men, and Boys” are being well received.  This summer, an exciting new conference featuring fisherman/hunter Hank Parker and many others is meant to reach men and families with the good news and love of Jesus in an outdoors sportsmen’s environment.  Dr. Tom Elliff leads our early fall conference which is sure to be a challenge for men across the state.  The details follow:

· January 22, 2011 – South Georgia – Building A Strong Ministry with Men, Young Men, and Boys at FBC Douglas.

· June 4, 2011 – Hank Parker and Friends Outdoor Spectacular at Perry Ag. Center.

· August 13, 2011 – Great Passion for Godly Men with Tom Elliff at North Metro FBC.

· September 17, 2011 – North Georgia – Building A Strong Ministry with Men, Young Men, and Boys at Trinity Baptist Church, Calhoun.

Over 50,000 members participated in the ten On Mission Celebrations for 2009.  Ninety-two IMB, ninety NAMB, and forty-six State Missionaries spoke in 244 churches resulting in twelve professions of faith, and scores of rededications, prayer commitments for missions, and short-term and long-term partnerships.
Men’s Ministries grew over 9% this year.  That is over 30% growth in the last two years and nearly 53% growth in the past ten years.  Thank you for your diligent work with men and boys in your church.  We now have over 96,000 participating in various aspects of men and boys work including Baptist Men, Challengers and Royal Ambassadors.  The Georgia Baptist Convention continues to lead the way in the SBC in Men’s Ministries.  Great work, Churches! Nothing lies outside the reach of prayer except that which is out of the will of God.  This statement comes from 1 John 5:14, and is the foundation of our prayer ministry.  Dr. White’s book Healthy Kingdom Churches, in Quality #3:  Priority on Prayer states and confirms the importance of prayer in the life of a healthy church, “A healthy Kingdom church is most certainly one that faithfully prays and lives the words of The Model Prayer, or the Lord’s Prayer as it is commonly called.”  Our desire is to assist churches by educating, encouraging, and establishing an emphasis in prayer that will result in glorifying God, drawing people to the Savior and becoming a that Healthy Kingdom church.

Our main event in 2010 will be our Speechless 2010 Prayer Conference, September 27-28, 2010 at the Georgia Baptist Conference Center in Norman Park, Georgia:  The theme for the conference is “Seeking to Hear the Voice of God.”  The conference will offer specific opportunities for praying, inspired preaching on prayer, and training designed for prayer leaders.  We desire this to be a time of heartfelt prayer, worship, and a new touch of God.

The Prayer Conference in 2009 was a success, not due to the planning or speakers, but the mighty hand of God that touched many and brought together such a group of people open to God’s Word.  We had over 200 people attend this conference; an increase from last year.  It was a great time of prayer and training for Georgia Baptists.

This year and beginning of next year will bring three new areas of focus for our Prayer Ministry.  The first will be in September 2010.  Across Georgia at our Baptist Campus Ministries will be a devoted time of prayer walking.  During these two weeks prayer will cover the campuses of our college students with the desire for God to be at work.  Then in January 2011 we will offer Speechless 2011/Collegiate Version.  This event is still in the planning phase but it is our focus to lay the foundation for the importance of prayer at all stages of life.  The third goal for the 2010-2011 timeframe is to put together an executive prayer team strategy group.  This will include pastors, associational missionaries, and select GBC staff members.

While these three areas will be a focus, the underlying foundation will continue to be built upon.  It will include assisting the local church in establishing prayer ministries, promoting a prayer movement for the purpose of reviving churches that results in spiritual awakening in Georgia, and preaching and teaching throughout Georgia to challenge and encourage God’s people in the areas of prayer and spiritual awakening.

This ministry considers it vital to be available to pastors, churches and associations; to counsel, train, and assist in areas of concern related to prayer.  An important part of this assistance is to offer biblically based, helpful and effective resources, training and events for Georgia Baptists. Research Services

Dr. Tom Crites, State Missionary
Research Services is driven by the value that effective ministry is guided and supported by analysis and interpretation of relevant information.  The Research staff desires to empower Georgia Baptist ministries with accurate information, insightful evaluation, and effective tools for strategic planning. 

Research Services supports Healthy Kingdom Churches by providing demographics, church trend profiles, and community and member surveys to assist churches in understanding their current reality.  They also provide assistance in the administration and analysis of the HKC diagnostic survey, supporting the efforts of each HKC church.

Church Trend Profiles are also available to pastor search committees and church leaders at any time upon request.  These are made possible through the Annual Church Profile (ACP).  Research Services is blessed to work with 92 associations and approximately 3,600 churches each year in providing ACP resources, but is also responsible for collecting, processing and reporting the results.  This data permits SBC entities, from the national Convention to local churches, the ability to track baptisms, worship attendance, missions participation, discipleship, VBS enrollment, Bible study involvement and other areas of ministry in order to educate Georgia Baptists regarding kingdom impact.
ACP training for associational staff is offered annually in both Norman Park and Duluth.  Here, ACP materials are delivered and associational leaders are encouraged in the collection process.  Training and helpful solutions are always available on the GBC website and this year an online forum has been added where pastors and clerks can dialogue openly about ACP forms, questions or processes.
Research Services provides a valuable tool to its partners in ministry through the Community Assessment Profile.  This document enables a church to take an in-depth look at the people currently living in a ministry area and provides projections for the next five years.  A psychographic or lifestyle analysis of the people groups is also made available to bring greater clarity to the needs, opportunities and challenges of reaching the unchurched and lost.  Church planters find this report an absolute necessity as they seek to reach people groups whom God has placed on their heart.

One pastor recently wrote, “After receiving the demographics for our local community from Research Services, our church desired to connect with our neighbors.  As a result, we have adopted the Angel Food ministry and partnered with the local elementary school to host a program for this at our church.  Additionally, we have hosted a Gang Awareness Seminar and made several positive connections to neighborhood groups.  All of these efforts have helped our church connect with the local community and we were greatly assisted through the demographic profile.”
Research Services also coordinates and conducts applied research projects to assist GBC churches, GBC missionaries, and Associational Missionaries.  We create customized surveys, prepare information for strategy planning meetings and assist leaders in the presentation of that data.  Additionally, Research Services supplies member pin maps, colored thematic maps and other reports designed to educate and broaden the church’s sphere of Christian impact and influence.

Associations and church leaders are encouraged to contact Research Services as you seek to better understand who your neighbor is, how God has been working through your congregation, and identify where God is moving and leading in the future.

International Mission Board

In 2009, churches and individuals responded to the International Mission Board’s (IMB) theme, “Who’s Missing?  Whose Mission?”  The emphasis led people to respond personally to the call to pray, give and go.  Missionaries and volunteers crossed geographic barriers as they continued strategies to plant churches within affinity groups and focus on unreached peoples.

In spite of increased urgency to reach the people who are missing from God’s family, Southern Baptists took a hit from continued economic hardships in the U.S.  IMB trustees made the painful decision to reduce the number of missionaries being sent and temporarily suspend programs such as International Service Corps and the Masters Program.  This initiated a gradual reduction in missionary numbers.  The IMB remained committed to its personnel through completions of service, retirements and resignations.

A weakened U.S. economy did not stop the work of the Holy Spirit, however, or the IMB’s commitment to reach the missing.  Southern Baptists stayed true to their passion for evangelizing the nations by giving $148.9 million to the 2009 Lottie Moon Christmas Offering(.  It was the third-largest Lottie Moon offering in history.

“We are not disappointed as God proves His faithfulness through Southern Baptists, and giving through Lottie Moon reflects the heart of our churches and their Great Commission commitment,” said Jerry Rankin, IMB president.  “Constituting more than half of the IMB’s annual budget, the Lottie Moon offering dramatically impacts our ability to take the Gospel to the lost world.  I am deeply grateful for the increase in giving, some $7.6 million above the 2008 Lottie Moon Christmas Offering, and for the sacrifice made by Southern Baptists during these difficult economic times.”

More than $4 million came from a special offering challenge issued in the summer of 2009 by Southeastern Baptist Theological Seminary President Daniel Akin and others.  The extra funds allowed the IMB to send missionaries placed on hold by financial shortfalls earlier than planned and prevented even deeper reductions in the IMB’s global missionary force.  World Hunger and General Relief fund receipts totaled $5.8 million, proving that Southern Baptists don’t stop caring for a world in need when times are tough.

While a troubled economy saturated the news, the Holy Spirit was sweeping the globe and Southern Baptists joined the work.  IMB missionaries reported that they shared the Gospel among 1,089 people groups and were a part of 24,650 new churches planted and 506,019 believers baptized.  At the end of 2009, the total number of missionaries serving through IMB was 5,344.

The IMB’s passion to reach the lost also didn’t waiver with the September 2009 announcement of Jerry Rankin’s retirement as president, effective July 31, 2010.  As the IMB awaits new leadership, it remains committed to the vision of providing all people the opportunity to respond to Jesus Christ’s offer of salvation.  Latest global research data indicated 6,426 unreached people groups which still have not had that chance.  Southern Baptists remain committed to seeing that number decrease each year.  Giving through the Cooperative Program and to the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering makes it possible for Southern Baptists to have a hand in seeing God’s Kingdom grow to the uttermost parts of the earth.

North American Mission Board

Richard Harris, Interim President

The North American Mission Board (NAMB) assists Southern Baptists in their task of fulfilling the Great Commission in the United States, Canada, and their territories through a North American strategy for sharing Christ, starting churches, and sending missionaries, in cooperation with Acts 1:8 partners.
Below are highlights from NAMB’s Annual Ministry Report, reflecting efforts in 2009.  Visit www.namb.net/annualreport for the full report. 
Sharing Christ
· There are 3,349 SBC-endorsed chaplains serving in military, hospital, professional, corporate, public safety, and institutional settings.

· As part of World Hunger Funds given by Southern Baptists, NAMB received $1.2 million for domestic hunger.  In North America, Southern Baptist hunger ministries fed 5 million meals and reported more than 36,000 professions of faith. 

· Pregnancy resource ministries play a vital role in sharing Christ.  There are 250 NAMB-affiliated pregnancy resource centers in the United States and Canada.  Last year, center volunteers and staff shared the gospel as they ministered through more than 156,292 client visits, and rejoiced that 6,837 babies were saved from abortion.

· The Evangelism Response Center (ERC) relates to 40 state conventions and 32 SBC and non-SBC agencies.  ERC received 14,753 calls, an average of 1,229 per month.  There were 1,133 people who accepted Jesus Christ through ERC and its partnership ministries.
· God’s Plan for Sharing (GPS) pilot project locations included Greater Philadelphia Baptist Association in Philadelphia, Pa.; Lubbock Area Baptist Association in Lubbock, Texas; Inland Empire Baptist Association in Riverside, Calif.; and Stone Mountain Baptist Association in Atlanta, Ga.  A total of 265 churches were involved in these pilot projects, with at least 10,500 volunteers/lay people participating.  There were 270,000 homes touched through gospel distribution, with 660 known decisions.
Starting Churches
· Southern Baptists started more than 1,300 churches.  Since NAMB’s formation in 1997, Southern Baptists have started more than 20,000 churches—an average of more than 1,500 new churches every year, with a large percentage being ethnic or African-American.

· All six Southern Baptist seminaries and the Canadian Southern Baptist Theological Seminary have Nehemiah church planting professors in place.  Since 1998, this partnership to mobilize new church planters has placed and worked with approximately 966 long-term churches and 1,300 short-term planter interns.
Sending Missionaries
· There are 5,304 men and women who serve as NAMB missionaries.  Of this number, 3,666 are missionaries and their spouses operating under various levels of cooperative funding with state conventions and local associations, and 1,638 are long-term Mission Service Corps missionaries.  More than 1,200 of our missionaries are of ethnic (non-Anglo) origin.

· Answering God’s call to summer, sojourner, and semester missions, 1,491 high school and college students made 11,542 gospel presentations resulting in 1,121 professions of faith.

· An estimated 125,000 Southern Baptists participated in short-term projects through NAMB last year. This number includes 734 Families on Mission participants; 79,500 mobilized through The Bridge; and 25,521 World Changers and PowerPlant participants.

· Southern Baptist Disaster Relief engaged in more than 172 disaster responses. More than 29,523 volunteer days produced 291,922 meals; completed 7,895 recovery jobs; and recorded 661 professions of faith.  More than 88,000 people have completed Disaster Relief training.
